Some more formula information

· The following statement will leave your feedback cell blank if an answer has not been entered in the answer column.

· There is no space between the quotes.  

· This statement is interpreted as:

· If cell D5 (the answer cell) is blank, the feedback cell is blank, otherwise if D5 is equal to A5 times C5, feedback cell is Great, otherwise “Try Again” is placed in the cell but only if an attempt to answer the question has been made.

=IF(D5="","",IF(D5=A5*C5,"Great","Try Again"))

· I used the following formula to not give a final score unless an answer had been placed in cells d2 through d6.  
· I used F14 as the sum of the individual points in column F.
=IF(D2="","",(IF(D3="","",(IF(D4="","",(IF(D5="","",(IF(D6="","",F14)))))))))
