Format for logical formulas:

=IF(C2="Their","Well Done","Try Again")

= indicates that a formula follows

IF  prerequisite for a logical statement or test

(place test within parenthesis)
C2 cell reference that you are testing for a condition or answer when writing as an interactive spreadsheet

=what follows is the answer that you are looking for (correct answer)

“Their” in this case, the correct or expected answer is Their.  When text is the expected answer, place in quotes, the comma separates your conditions

“Well Done”, this is the response you want placed in the cell if the student had the correct response.

“Try Again” this is the response that you want placed in the cell if the student had an incorrect response.

=IF(cell reference=“desired student response”,“response when student response is correct”, “response when student response is incorrect”)
Other examples of logical formulas:

=IF(C3="there","Good for You","Incorrect") 

=IF(C5="their","Hooray!","Try Again")

=IF(AND(E3=2,E2=1,E5=4,E6=5),1,0)

=IF((F3=ROUND(A3,0)),1,0)

=IF(AND(C2="Correct",C3="correct",C4="correct",C5="correct",C6="correct",C7="correct",C8="correct",C9="correct",C10="correct",C11="correct"),"WOW","Try Again")

=If(B3=7,10,0)

=IF((B1>=93),"A",IF(AND(B1>=85,B1<=92),"B",IF(AND(B1>=77,B1<=84),"C",IF(AND(B1>=69,B1<=76),"D",IF(AND(B1>=0,B1<=68),"U","n/a")))))
